¢ Go to https://lander.blackboard.com .

e When logging in, please use your temporary Blackboard ID. This is the Lander ID
number given to you by the Admissions Office with a lowercase “t” in front of the
number. For example, if your Lander ID number is L00998877, your temporary
Blackboard ID will be tL00998877. This is case sensitive.

e The password is your date of birth (MMDDYY). For example, if your birthday is July, 04,
1995, your password would be 070495.

e Click on Foreign Language Assessment.

e Choose either Spanish Placement Test OR French Placement Test, located on the black
bar to the left of this page underneath, "Foreign Language Assessment" and
"Information." *

e FEach assessment is timed so please pace yourself. If you are taking the Spanish
Assessment, please ensure you are able to hear the audio.
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After you submit your test for scoring you will get an immediate result. Please view the
PDF titled “What Does My Score Mean?” for your recommended placement.

This result will then be processed within 5-7 business days and is reflected on Bearcat
Web under the Student, Student Records, and Student Test Scores tab.

Once you are into this course, read the introduction and instructions, and then click
“Spanish Placement Test” or “French Placement Test, which are located on the black bar
on the left of the screen underneath “Foreign Language Assessment” and “Information.”™
